HINI Flu Precautions

Due to the many cases of flu reported in the media, we have followed the advice of Kumon
North America’s crisis team to take necessary precautions: this includes the basic hygiene of
disinfecting our desk tops at the end of each day, providing facial tissues and disinfectant gel at
each assistant’s table and not sharing the use of pencils and erasers. Parents have been very
cautious and cooperative in keeping their sick children at home and exchanging work. So far we
have only a few sick absences in our centers. In case there is an outbreak with local schools
closing we may have to do the same. Announcements will be made in advance should that be the
case.
